Construction lane closures  
Weather permitting, the following lane closures will occur. 

April 11, 2025 

 
I-35 – Bexar County  

• Sunday, April 27. 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. Rolling full closures of the mainlanes, in both 
directions, near Frost Bank Center for utility line crossings. Traffic will be stopped 
intermittently throughout the day. 

 
I-10 – East San Antonio/Bexar County  

• Saturday, April 12 until Monday, April 14. 5 a.m. to 5 a.m. Full closure of the eastbound 
mainlanes from Loop 1604 to Graytown Rd. for traffic switch.  

• Saturday, April 12 until Monday, April 14. 5 a.m. to 5 a.m. Single westbound mainlane 

closure from Loop 1604 to Graytown Rd. for traffic switch.  
• Saturday, April 26 5 a.m. until Monday, April 28 5 a.m. Single eastbound mainlane closure 

at Woman Hollering Creek for bridge work.  
• Through Saturday, April 26. Westbound I-10 to southbound I-410 exit ramp closed. 

SATURDAYS ONLY from 7 a.m. to 5 p.m. for concrete work.  

• Saturday, April 12 through Monday, April 14. Eastbound I-10 FULL CLOSURE from FM 
1516 to Pfeil Rd. from 5 a.m. April 12 through 5 a.m. April 14 for a traffic switch 

• Saturday, April 12 through Monday, April 14. Westbound I-10 SINGLE lane closure from 
Pfeil Rd. to FM 1516 from 5 a.m. April 12 through 5 a.m. April 14 to move barrier for a 

traffic switch.  
• Through Sunday, April 20. Alternating eastbound and westbound I-10 lane closures 

between Foster Rd. and I-410. NIGHTLY from 9 p.m. to 5 a.m. for barrier and bridge deck 

work.  
• Through Sunday, April 27. Alternating eastbound and westbound I-10 FULL CLOSURE 

between Foster Rd. and W.W. White Rd. NIGHTLY from 9 p.m. to 5 a.m. for bridge deck 
work.  

 

I-410 – East San Antonio/Bexar County 
• Through Saturday, April 19. Eastbound and westbound Rigsby Ave. alternating lane 

closures DAILY from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. for striping and sign installation.  
• Through Saturday, April 19. Northbound I-410 frontage road alternating lane closures at 

Rigsby Ave. DAILY from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. for striping and sign installation.  

• Through Saturday, April 19. Southbound I-410 frontage road alternating lane closures at 
Rigsby Ave. DAILY from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. for striping and sign installation.  

• Through Sunday, April 27. Alternating northbound and southbound I-410 FULL CLOSURE 
between Dietrich Rd. and Houston St. NIGHTLY from 9 p.m. to 5 a.m. for bridge deck 
work.  

• Through Sunday, April 27. Northbound I-410 left lane closure at Rigsby Ave. SATURDAYS 
ONLY from 7 a.m. to 5 p.m. for shoulder work.  



 

 

• Through Sunday, April 27. Southbound I-410 frontage road left lane closure at Rigsby 

Ave. NIGHTLY from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. for roadway operations.  
• Through Saturday, April 26. Southbound I-410 to eastbound I-10 cloverleaf exit ramp 

closed. SATURDAYS ONLY 
• Through Saturday, April 26. Southbound I-410 E. Houston St. exit ramp closed. 

SATURDAYS ONLY from 7 a.m. to 5 p.m. for concrete work.  

• Through Wednesday, April 30. Eastbound and westbound E. Houston St. alternating lane 
closures. One lane closed at a time DAILY from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. to install overhang.  

• Through Wednesday, April 30. Eastbound and westbound E. Houston St. alternating lane 
closures. One direction closed at a time NIGHTLY from 9 p.m. to 5 a.m. to install 
overhang.  

• Through Saturday, May 3. Southbound I-410 right lane closure at Houston St. for 
retaining wall work. SATURDAYS ONLY from 7 a.m. to 6 p.m.  

• Through Summer 2025. Houston St. entrance ramp to southbound I-410 is permanently 
closed. A new entrance ramp will be constructed and expected to open Summer of 2025. 
Detour: Southbound traffic to continue on frontage road to the next southbound I-410 

entrance ramp after Rigsby Ave. 
 

I-410 – West San Antonio/Bexar County 
• Sunday, April 13 until Friday, April 25. 9 p.m. to 5 a.m. Full closure of the southbound 

mainlanes at Pearsall Rd. for structure repairs.  
• Sunday, April 13 until Friday, April 25. Full closure of northbound Pearsall Rd. for structure 

repairs.  

 
US 90 – West San Antonio/Bexar County  

• Monday, April 14 until Thursday, April 17. 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. Alternating mainlane closures, 
in both directions, from I-35 to Loop 410 for curb installations.  

 

SH 151 – West San Antonio/Bexar County  
• Current through Saturday, April 12. 9 p.m. to 5 a.m. Full closure of the westbound 

mainlanes from W. Military Dr. to Westover Hills Blvd. for paving operations.  
• Wednesday, April 16 until Thursday, April 17. 9 p.m. to 5 a.m. Full closure of the 

eastbound mainlanes from Ingram Rd. to W. Military Dr. for sign work.  

• Current through Saturday, April 19. 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. Alternating lane closures on the 
frontage roads, in both directions, at Hunt Lane for island work.  

• Current through Saturday, April 19. Single lane closure on the southbound frontage road 
at Potranco Rd. for curb and sidewalk construction.  

• Current until Saturday, April 19. Alternating lane closures on Ingram Rd., in both 

directions, for island work. 
• Current until Saturday, April 19. Alternating lane closures on the westbound frontage road 

at Ingram Rd. for paving operations.  
• Current until Saturday, April 19. Single lane closure on the westbound frontage road from 

Potranco Rd. to Hunt Lane for curb and sidewalk construction.  

• Current through April 2025. Nightly, 9 p.m. to 5 a.m. Full closure of the westbound 
mainlanes from Loop 410 to Westover Hills Blvd. for paving operations and sign 

installations.  
• Current through April 2025. 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. Alternating lane closures on the frontage 

roads, in both directions, at Potranco Rd. for intersection improvements.

FM 1957 – Potranco Rd.

from Zeta to SH 211 for right turn lane construction.  
 
SH 123 – Guadalupe County 

• Current until April 2025, there will be a continuous lane closure on SH 123, between the I-
10 eastbound frontage road and the I-10 westbound frontage road, while the contractor 

completes bridge work.  
 

I-10 – Guadalupe County  
• Current until Thursday, May 1, 9 pm. to 5 a.m. there will be nightly alternating lane and 

ramp closures on both I-10 east and westbound mainlanes from, between FM 464 and 

U.S. Highway 90, while the contractor conducts concrete paving, restriping, and surface 
work. Traffic will detour to the next ramp and turn around, if needed. 

• Friday, April 11, until Monday, April 14, 9 p.m.  to 5 a.m., the I-10 westbound mainlanes 
will be fully closed between the I-10 westbound exit ramp to SH 123 and the I-10 
westbound entrance ramp just past SH 123 for bridge work. 

 
FM 3351 – Comal County 

• Tuesday, April 15,  between 2 a.m. and 12 p.m. the contractor will begin pouring concrete 
for the bridge deck on FM 3351 at Cibolo Creek. The work will take place behind barriers, 
but large vehicles will be entering and exiting the work zone. Motorists are advised to 

exercise caution when driving through the area.  
 

FM 2252 – Comal County  
• Monday, April 14, between 8 a.m. and 5 p.m. there will be rolling closures will crews 

stripe (edge line)on FM 2252 between Tonkawa Pass and Hickory Bend. Motorists should 

use caution when driving through the work zone and avoid driving through wet paint.  
 

Business 35 – Comal County 
• Monday, April 14, until Thursday, May 8, 8 p.m. until 6 a.m. the contractor will replace 

bridge joints on the Business-35 (north/southbound) between McKenna Ave and S. Seguin 

Ave. The work is scheduled in the evening to avoid working during peak hours and all 
lanes will reopen daily at 6 a.m.
