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Preface  

The information presented in this report is a tabulation of the data provided by transit systems 

throughout the state of Texas. Information on public transportation grants was provided by the Federal 

Transit Administration (FTA), U.S. Department of Transportation (DOT), and the Texas Department of 

Transportation (TxDOT). This information has not been audited by the Texas Department of 

Transportation, Public Transportation Division (PTN). The executive summary of this report provides a 

statewide comparison of annualized fiscal year (FY) 2023 and 2024. The main body of the report 

covers each transit category separately from FY 2022, 2023, and 2024. The appendices also report the 

individual monthly FY 2024 transit statistics for each transit district/authority/agency. 
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Executive Summary                                                       

The 2024 Texas Transit Statistics Report includes State Fiscal Year (FY) 2024 operational and service 

performance data from Texas transit providers in rural, small urban, large urban, and metropolitan 

areas of the state. This executive summary and the body of the report contains data from FY 2023 and 

FY 2024. Overall, the report provides many indications of progress. This report refers to all 

Metropolitan/Regional/County Transit Authorities as Metropolitan Transit Authorities (MTAs). 

Key Transit System Performance Measures 

This report focuses on the seven key transit system performance measures statewide, shown in Figure 

1. Throughout the document, green text and arrows indicate an encouraging change, while red text 

and arrows indicate an adverse change. The introduction highlights a year-over-year summary of the 

key metrics, while the body provides both a year-over-year summary in the “summary at a glance” 

and a three-year trend analysis (FY22-FY24) for each transit category.

Encouraging trends

- Transit ridership and service levels increased for the third year in a row.

- Cost effectiveness measures indicate flattening cost growth.

- Service effectiveness measures suggested more people are riding transit and that the balance
between transit supply and demand is improving.

- Transit-related safety incidents, fatalities, and injuries increase for the second consecutive year. 

- Vehicle reliability trended in the wrong direction statewide.

- Cost efficiency levels show a negative trend.

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Ridership Recovery and Trends (FY 2019-FY 2024) 

Transit ridership has largely shown recovery from the COVID-19 pandemic impacts. Figure 2 presents 

ridership data from FY 2019 to FY 2024, illustrating overall trends before, during, and after the 

pandemic. The remainder of the executive summary highlights year-over-year changes to provide a 

high-level view of more recent years. The main body presents a three-year trend for each transit 

category, providing a broader perspective that may still reflect some impacts from the pandemic.

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Safety Incidents  

Statewide, transit-related safety incidents have increased 5% over FY23. “Safety Incidents” in this 

report includes both major and non-major incidents. The National Transit Database (NTD) defines 

“major safety incidents” as fatalities, injuries for two or more people, and/or property damage costing 

above $25,000. The NTD defines “non-major incidents” as injuries for one person, property damage 

equal to or exceeding $7,500 (but less than $25,000), and all non-arson fires not qualifying as major 

safety incidents. Figure 3 displays the year-over-year comparison in safety incidents, and Table 1 

shows the percentage in safety incidents change over the same years.

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 Ridership 

People are riding transit more in 2024 than last year. Statewide ridership, measured as the number of 

boardings on transit vehicles, grew by 12% in 2024. Figure 4 displays the year-over-year trend 

statewide, and Table 2 shows the percentage change in ridership from 2023 to 2024. Ridership grew 

in 2024 across all transit agency categories except for Small Urban Transit Districts, mostly due to a 

few transit agencies experiencing funding cuts, driver shortages, change in services, reduced non-

emergency medical trips, and fare reinstatement. In total, about 24 million additional passengers rode 

transit in 2024 compared to 2023.

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Service Levels 

Transit agencies in Texas provided more bus and rail service this year, continuing a trend of increasing 

service levels, shown in Figure 5. Table 3 shows the percentage change in vehicle revenue miles from 

2023 to 2024. Transit service levels are measured through vehicle revenue miles. Statewide, service 

levels increased by 6% in 2024, with transit agencies in the state providing 14.3 million more miles of 

service in 2024 than in 2023. Metropolitan Transit Authorities contributed significantly to that increase, 

providing 12.9 million more miles in 2024. Mirroring Ridership, the Small Urban Transit District 

category reported a small decrease in service levels, limited to a few transit agencies with significant 

decreases.

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Cost Efficiency 

The impacts of inflation continue to drive up the cost of running transit, but cost growth appears to be 

slowing. Cost efficiency is measured as operating expenditures per revenue mile. Figure 6 displays the 

year-over-year change in cost per revenue mile from 2023 to 2024. Table 4 shows the percentage 

change in cost per revenue mile from 2023 to 2024 

Although the cost per mile increased statewide in 2024 by $0.39 (3%), the growth in cost per mile has 

flattened compared to the last few years. This is potentially signaling a stabilization of transit industry 

operational costs.

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Cost Effectiveness 

Cost effectiveness improved this year due to continued increases in ridership combined with flattening 

cost growth. Cost effectiveness is measured by operational expenditures divided by the number of 

passenger trips. Figure 7 displays the year-over-year change in cost per passenger trip from 2023 to 

2024. Table 5 shows the percentage change in cost per passenger trip from 2023 to 2024. Rural 

Transit Districts and Small Urban Transit Districts saw an increase in the cost per passenger trip for 

two years in a row. Again, the Small Urban Transit Districts’ increase is limited to a few agencies. 

Reported statewide, the cost per passenger trip decreased by $0.31 (2%) in 2024.

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Service Effectiveness 

Transit service in Texas continues to increase in effectiveness, with more passengers carried per hour 

in 2024 than in the prior year. Service effectiveness is measured by the number of passengers divided 

by total vehicle revenue hours. Figure 8 displays the year-over-year change in passengers per revenue 

hour from 2023 to 2024. Table 6 shows the percentage change in passengers per revenue hour from 

2023 to 2024. The data indicates improvements in service effectiveness across all transit agency 

categories. Statewide passengers per revenue hour increased by 0.7 (5%) in 2024. The current 

statewide passengers per revenue hour stands at 13.7.

Vehicle Reliability 

Vehicle breakdowns are increasing throughout the state. Vehicle reliability is measured by the total 

vehicle miles divided by the number of total mechanical failures. Figure 9 displays the year-over-year 

change in miles between vehicle failures from 2023 to 2024. Table 7 shows the percentage change in 

miles between vehicle failures from 2023 to 2024 statewide, miles between vehicle failures decreased 

by 659 miles (9%) in 2024. The current statewide miles between vehicle failures stands at 6,325 

miles. 

Several transit agencies have described difficulties caused by aging vehicles that can be difficult to 

repair or replace due to industry supply chain and manufacturing complexities as well as the increased 

cost of new vehicles. This is consistent with industry-wide experiences across the nation.

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Metropolitan/Regional/County Transit Authorities - Overview 

Metropolitan/Regional/County Transit Authorities do not receive state funds for transit operations, 

administration, planning, or capital expenses from the Texas Department of Transportation. These 

authorities receive federal Section 5307 Urbanized Area Formula Grant funds directly from the Federal 

Transit Administration and may provide local funds based on the authorities’ powers. Texas 

Transportation Code Chapter 451, 452, and 457 establish the requirements, powers, and duties for 

Metropolitan/Regional/County Transit Authorities. The transit authorities are required by the Texas 

Legislature to report monthly performance data to the Texas Department of Transportation for the 

annual Texas Transit Statistics Report. 

This report refers to all Metropolitan, Regional, and County Transit Authorities as Metropolitan Transit 

Authorities (MTAs), for brevity.

Safety Incidents 

There were 1,527 safety incidents reported in 

FY 2024, up 11% from 1,381 safety incidents 

in FY 2023 and another 26% increase from FY 

2022 indicating an upward trend. 

Annual Safety Incidents 3-Year Trend 

 

Ridership 

In FY 2024, the combined ridership number for 

the MTAs is 205.2 million, a 12% increase from 

the 183.2 million passenger trips reported in 

FY 2023. Over the past fiscal year, the DCTA 

has demonstrated the greatest ridership 

percentage gain amongst the MTAs, at 23% - 

gaining an additional 597 thousand riders. The 

Sun Metro Metropolitan Transit Authority in El 

Paso has shown the lowest percent increase in 

transit ridership, at 9%.  

Ridership 3-Year Trend 

Service Levels 

Vehicle revenue miles have consistently 

increased over the years, 170.4 million miles in 

FY 2022, 178.6 million miles in FY 2023 and 

191.5 million miles in FY 2024. A total growth 

of 12.9 million miles in FY 2024 compared to 

FY 2023. MTAs are maintaining a strong 

upward trend in service levels.

Cost Efficiency 

Cost per revenue mile has steadily increased 

since 2022, rising from $13.74 in 2022 to 

$15.04 in 2023 and reaching $15.39 in 2024. 

Although the cost per mile increased, the 

growth in cost per mile was relatively flat 

compared to 2023, with flattening cost growth 

occurring within several MTAs such as in Dallas 

Area Rapid Transit, DCTA, Houston METRO and 

VIA San Antonio.

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Cost Effectiveness 

Cost per passenger trip decrease for the third 

year in a row. In FY22, the average cost was 

$15.13, dropped to $14.66 in FY23, and again 

in FY24 to $14.36.  

Denton County Transportation Authority saw 

the greatest improvement since FY23 in which 

cost effectiveness dropped from $22.80 to 

$13.73 in FY24, a 40% decrease.

While most MTAs presented minimal 

change, two agencies vehicle reliability shifted 

significantly since FY23; Corpus Christi 

Regional Transportation Authority (The B) 

reported a little over 50% decrease in miles 

between failures and Denton County 

Transportation Authority saw an 85% increase 

in miles between failures.

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Large Urban Transit Districts 
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Large Urban Transit Districts - Overview 

A Large Urban Transit District (Large UTD) is a local governmental entity or a political subdivision of 

the state that provides and coordinates public transportation within an urbanized area with a 

population greater than or equal to 200,000 in accordance with Transportation Code, Chapter 458. 

This definition includes urban transportation providers under Transportation Code, Chapter 456, that 

received state money through the department on September 1, 1994. This definition excludes 

authorities. 

 

Large Urban Transit Districts receive state funds from the Texas Department of Transportation. 

Additionally, Large Urban Transit Districts receive federal Section 5307 Urbanized Area Formula 

funding directly from the Federal Transit Administration. There were 9 Large Urban Transit Districts in 

2024.

Safety Incidents 

Large Urban Transit Districts (LUTDs) reported 

28 incidents in FY24, marking a 54% decrease 

from the 61 incidents reported last year. This 

follows a 31% reduction from 88 incidents in 

FY22 to 61 incidents in FY23.

Ridership 

Ridership continues to grow, with College 

Station-Bryan – Brazos Transit District reported 

over 6.7 million riders, an increase of nearly 1 

million compared to FY23, when ridership was 

5.8 million. Overall, LUTDs are seeing an 

increase of 1.8 million riders, a 14% increase 

in FY24 from FY23.

Service levels have steadily increased from 

11.3 million vehicle revenue miles in FY22 to 

12.6 million in FY23, reflecting an 11% growth.

McAllen Express experienced the most 

significant growth, with an increase of nearly

Operating expenses per vehicle revenue mile 

have shown a consistent decrease over the 

past three fiscal years, indicating improved 

cost efficiency. In FY24 the average cost per

LUTDs have been experiencing a decline in 

vehicle reliability over the past three fiscal 

years. In FY22, the averaging miles between 

failures was 12,165, but this figure has 

continued to drop, reaching 9,989 miles in 

FY24 – a 4% decrease compared to the 

previous fiscal year.

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Small Urban Transit Districts - Overview 

A Small Urban Transit District (SUTD) is a local governmental entity or a political subdivision of the 

state that provides and coordinates public transportation within an urbanized area with a population 

less than 200,000 in accordance with Transportation Code, Chapter 458. This definition includes urban 

transportation providers under Transportation Code, Chapter 456, that received state money through 

the department on September 1, 1994. This definition excludes authorities. 

Small Urban Transit Districts serve urbanized areas with a population between 50,000 and 199,999 

and receive state funds from the Texas Department of Transportation. There were 24 Small Urban 

Transit Districts in 2024. 

Federal and state funds are available for capital, planning and operating costs. Capital funds can be 

spent on buses and bus facilities, fixed guide-way system projects, technology introductions and 

innovative techniques and methods. Planning funds are available for engineering design, evaluation of 

public transportation projects and other technical studies. Allowable operating expenses are limited to 

direct labor, materials and overhead expenses incurred by the transit operator. 

Program funds may be used for capital, planning, operating and administrative costs, with a maximum 

federal funding ratio for capital, planning and administrative costs of 80% and a maximum state/local 

match of 20% on most projects. Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA) and Clean Air projects 

may receive up to 90% federal funding. The funding ratio for net operating costs is 50% federal match 

and 50% state/local match.

Small Urban Transit Districts (SUTDs) reported 

30 safety incidents in FY24, a significant 

decrease from 69 incidents in FY23 and 48 

incidents in FY22.

Ridership 

Small Urban Transit Districts experienced a 

slight decline in ridership in FY24. Out of 24 

SUTDs, 8 transit districts experienced 

decreases in ridership. These decreases were 

due to various factors, including funding cuts, 

driver shortages, change in services, reduced 

non-emergency medical trips, and fare 

reinstatement.

Service Levels 

The small decrease in the SUTD category is 

caused by a few districts decreasing their 

service levels, while most SUTD increased 

service levels. The bulk of the reduction in 

revenue miles is from Arlington, which reduced 

service by 326,820 miles (7%). New Braunfels 

also saw a reduction in revenue miles – down 

by 45% or 134,408. New Braunfels reports 

that reduction in service data (including miles) 

is due to the service area being smaller, 

aligning with the updated New Braunfels UZA. 
 
Out of the 24 SUTDs, 9 had a moderate 

decrease. The remainder had increases.

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Rural Transit Districts
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Rural Transit Districts - Overview 

A Rural Transit District (RTD) is political subdivision of the state that provides and coordinates rural 

public transportation within its boundaries in accordance with the provisions of Transportation Code, 

Chapter 458. 

Rural Transit Districts serve areas of the state under 50,000 in population. RTDs receive state transit 

funds and federal Section 5311 Rural Area Formula funds from the Texas Department of 

Transportation. There were 36 Rural Transit Districts in 2024. 

The Rural Public Transportation grants program helps people in rural areas access health care, 

shopping, education, employment, and recreation. Grant recipients may include state agencies, local 

public bodies, private nonprofit organizations, Indian tribes, and public transportation operators. 

Private for-profit transit operators may participate in the program through contracts with eligible 

recipients. To receive formula funds, a company must be a Rural Transit District. 

Section 5311 program funds may be used for capital, planning, operating and administrative costs, 

with a maximum federal funding ratio for capital, planning and administrative costs of 80 percent and 

a maximum state/local match of 20 percent on most projects. Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 

(ADA) and Clean Air projects may receive up to 90 percent federal funding. The funding ratio for net 

operating costs is 50 percent federal match and 50 percent state/local match. 

TxDOT awards State funds for public transportation which can be used to fulfill the match 

requirement. 

The 88th Texas Legislature, Regular Session, appropriated additional state funds for rural public 

transportation service expansion projects. Of the 36 rural transit districts 24 elected to participate in 

the service expansion program. Projects will expand service in unserved and/or underserved areas 

using the most efficient combination of service design, quality service, resources, and technology

Vehicle Reliability  

Rural Transit districts have been experiencing a 

decline in vehicle reliability over the past three 

fiscal years, much like all other transit districts 

in Texas. In FY22, miles between failures was 

12,041, but this figure has continued to drop, 

reaching 10,861 miles in FY23 and most 

recently an 8% drop to 9,954 miles in FY24. As 

mentioned before, this shows the continuing 

challenges in maintaining fleet reliability.

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Enhanced Mobility of Seniors &

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Enhanced Mobility of Seniors & Individuals with Disabilities - 

Overview 

The federal Enhanced Mobility of Seniors and Individuals with Disabilities Public Transportation Section 

5310 provides funding to improve accessibility and mobility for seniors and persons with disabilities. 

Local stakeholder forums or committees plan and design the transportation services. 

Enhanced Mobility of Seniors and Individuals with Disabilities grants are awarded to nonprofit 

organizations and local public entities serving rural (under 50,000 population) and small urban 

(population of less than 200,000) areas. Private taxi companies that provide shared-ride taxi service 

to the public or to special categories of users, such as seniors or individuals with disabilities, on a 

regular basis are also eligible recipients. There were 29 recipients of Section 5310 funds from the 

Texas Department of Transportation in 2024. Organizations receiving Section 5310 funds manage 16 

vehicles with continuing federal and state interest in 2024. 

Across Texas the Section 5310 funds are awarded by the Texas Department of Transportation and 

large urban transit agencies to a variety of human services organizations and transit agencies. As the 

Section 5310 funds are awarded on a discretionary basis, some recipients receive Section 5310 grant 

funds annually for fleet purchase and maintenance, while many others receive funds only periodically, 

or even only once. Performance data trends and comparisons year over year therefore vary to a 

degree making statistical summaries complex without detailed, agency by agency explanations. 

Organizations and agencies with Section 5310-funded vehicles report their performance data on a 

monthly basis to the Texas Department of Transportation and those reports are included in the 

appendices of this annual Texas Transit Statistics Report.

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Definitions
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Note:  Definitions are based on the FTA National Transit Database Reporting Manual,

ACTUAL VEHICLE HOURS:  The hours that vehicles travel while in revenue service (actual vehicle revenue 
hours (VRH)) plus deadhead hours. Actual vehicle hours exclude hours for charter service, school bus 
service, operator training, and vehicle maintenance testing. 

 

ACTUAL VEHICLE MILES:  The miles that vehicles travel while in revenue service (actual vehicle revenue 
miles (VRM)) plus deadhead miles. Actual vehicle miles exclude miles for charter services, school bus 
service, operator training, and vehicle maintenance testing. 

 

ALLOCATION:  (1) Between FTA and TxDOT an administrative distribution of funds among the states, 

done for funds that do not have statutory distribution formulas: (2) Between TxDOT and grant recipients 
a preliminary distribution of grant funds representing the maximum amount to be made available to a 
subrecipient during the fiscal year, subject to the subrecipient’s completion of and compliance with all 
application requirements, rules, and regulations applicable to the specific funding program. 

 

APPORTIONMENT:  A term that refers to a statutorily prescribed division or assignment of funds. An 
apportionment is based on prescribed formulas in the law and consists of dividing authorized obligation 
authority for a specific program among the states. 

 

AVERAGE MILES BETWEEN REVENUE VEHICLE SYSTEM FAILURES:  The sum of all revenue vehicle miles 
divided by the aggregated sum of mechanical system failures.  

 

COORDINATED COUNTY TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY (CCTA):  A transit authority organized under Chapter 
460 of the Texas Transportation Code that follows county boundaries and collects a transit-dedicated 

sales tax. 
 

 

COVID-19:  A medical term, also known as Coronavirus disease 2019. COVID-19 is a contagious disease 
caused by severe acute respiratory syndrome coronavirus 2 (SARS-CoV-2). The disease has since 
spread worldwide, leading to an ongoing pandemic. 
 

 

DEADHEAD: The operating time (miles and hours) used to move a transit vehicle before revenue service 
begins and after revenue service ends. When transit vehicles are deadheading, they operate closed-

door and are not available to passengers. 

 

DEADHEAD RATIO:  The calculation of actual vehicle miles/hours divided by the vehicle revenue 
miles/hours.  

 

DEPARTMENT:  The Texas Department of Transportation. 
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EXPENSE, TOTAL OPERATING:  The total operating cost incurred by a transit agency through its transit 

operation. It includes the following ten expense objects:  labor, fringe benefits, service, materials & 
supplies, utilities, causalities/liabilities cost, taxes, purchased transportation, miscellaneous expenses, 

and expense transfers. These expense objects are summed by the following four functions:  vehicle 
operations, vehicle maintenance, non-vehicle maintenance and general administration for the total 
agency expense.  

 

FAREBOX REVENUE:  The total passenger fares earned during the report year for directly operated 
service, regardless of whether they are used during the report year to pay for capital and/or operating 
expenses. These are fares collected and/or paid for through tickets, passes, tokens, and other fare 
payment methods.  

 

FAREBOX RECOVERY RATIO:  The farebox revenue divided by total operating expenses.  

 

FATALITY:  A transit-caused death confirmed within 30 days of the transit incident, which occurs when 
there is a collision, derailment, fire, evacuation, security incident or when a vehicle leaves the 
roadway. 

 

FEDERAL TRANSIT ADMINISTRATION:  An agency of the United States Department of Transportation.  

 

FUNDS, FEDERAL:  Financial assistance from the federal government to assist in paying the capital and 
operating costs of providing transit services.  

 

FUNDS, LOCAL:  Financial assistance from local government (below the state level) to help cover the 
capital and operating costs of providing transit services.  

 

FUNDS, OTHER:  Any miscellaneous funds. Examples are funds dedicated to a local government agency 
for transportation rather than specifically for transit, advertising revenues, and private donations. 

 

FUNDS, STATE:  Financial assistance obtained from the state government to assist in paying the capital 
and operating costs of providing transit revenue services. 

 

INCIDENT:  An event involving a transit vehicle or occurring on transit-related property, involving one or 

more fatalities, injuries, property damages, or certain crimes. 

 

INJURY:  Any physical damage or harm to a person as a result of an incident that requires immediate 
medical attention away from the scene. (Two or more injuries per incident are reported as Major). 
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MAJOR INCIDENTS:  Any event involving the operation of a transit system if, as a result, one or more of 
the following occurs: an individual dies either at the time of the event or within 30 days of the event;  
two or more individuals suffer bodily damage as a result of the event requiring immediate medical 

attention away from the scene; a collision, personal casualty, or fire causes property damage in excess 
of $25,000;  and/or a  transit vehicle moving passengers in service is evacuated due to a serious life 
safety hazard that constitutes an imminent threat. 

 

MAJOR MECHANICAL SYSTEM FAILURES:  A failure of some element of the revenue vehicle that prevents 
the vehicle from completing a scheduled revenue trip or from starting the next scheduled revenue trip 
because actual movement is limited or because of safety concerns. 

 

METROPOLITAN TRANSIT AUTHORITY (MTA):  Agencies funded under the formula Section 5307 urbanized 
area program which also meet the requirements of serving an area with a population over 200,000 
people, having a dedicated taxing authority, and organized according to specific state statutes.  

  

METROPOLITAN PLANNING ORGANIZATION (MPO):   A public organization that is designated by the 
governor to provide planning transportation services for an urbanized area of at least 50,000 

population.  

  

NATIONAL TRANSIT DATABASE (NTD):  Established by Congress to be the Nation’s primary source for 
information and statistics on the transit systems of the United States. The NTD reporting system 
evolved from the transit industry-initiated Project FARE (Uniform Financial Accounting and Reporting 

Elements). 

   

NON-MAJOR INCIDENT:  Existence of one or more of the following conditions: injuries requiring 
immediate medical attention away from the scene for one person, property damage equal to or 
exceeding $7,500 (but less than $25,000), and all non-arson fires not qualifying as Major Incidents.  

 

NONURBANIZED AREA PROGRAM: Agencies funded under the formula Section 5311 nonurbanized area 
program, providing coverage for areas outside the urbanized areas established by the US Census 
Bureau.  

  

OTHER MECHANICAL SYSTEM FAILURES:  A failure of some element of the revenue vehicle that because of 
local policy prevents the vehicle from completing a scheduled revenue trip or from starting the next 
scheduled revenue trip even though the vehicle is physically able to continue in revenue service. 

 

PASSENGER FARES:  The revenue earned from carrying passengers in regularly scheduled and demand 
response (DR) services. Passenger fares include base fare, zone or distance premiums, express 
service premiums, extra cost transfers, and quantity purchase discounts applicable to the passenger’s 
ride and special transit fares. 

 

PLANNING ACTIVITY PROGRAM:  Grants awarded under Section 5303 to MPOs or under Section 5304 to 
TxDOT for transit planning and research activities.  
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PTN (acronym):  PTN is the three-letter internal code which stands for Public Transportation Division in 

TxDOT. 

 

PURCHASE OF SERVICE:  Transportation service provided to a public transit agency or governmental unit 
from a public or private transportation provider based on a written contract.  

 

REVENUE, OTHER OPERATING:  Revenue derived from (1) organizations paying money in lieu of 
passenger fares, etc.; (2) transit-related services such as station and vehicle concessions and 
advertising; and (3) non-transit related services, such as rental of vehicles and properties, investment 
income, and non-park-and-ride parking revenue.  

 

REVENUE, TOTAL OPERATING: The total revenue earned by a transit agency through its transit 
operations. It includes passenger fares, advertising, financial assistance for transit operations (not 
capital expenditures) such as federal, state, and local government. 

 

RURAL TRANSIT DISTRICT: Agencies funded under the formula Section 5311 nonurbanized area program, 
providing coverage for eligible areas. See also NONURBANIZED AREA PROGRAM.  

 

SAFETY INCIDENTS:  Any event involving the operation of a transit system if, as a result, one or more of 
the following occurs:  an individual dies either at the time of the event or within 30 days of the event; 
one or more persons suffer bodily damage as a result of the event requiring immediate medical 
attention away from the scene; and/or property damage in excess of $25,000. 

  

SALES TAX: (DEDICATED FUNDS):  Any funds raised specifically for transit purposes, and which are 
dedicated at their source (e.g., sales taxes) rather than through an allocation from the pool of general 
funds.  

 

SENIORS & INDIVIDUALS WITH DISABILITIES PROGRAM: Agencies funded under the formula Section 5310 
program, providing transportation service to seniors and/or individuals with disabilities. Agencies may 
be non-profit, or a local public body if there is not a readily available non-profit agency in the area. 
Services may be provided by the grantee agency or purchased from another agency (typically from a 
nonurbanized Section 5311 agency).  

 

STATE FISCAL YEAR (FY):  The state accounting period of 12 months that begins on September 1 of each 
calendar year and ends on August 31 of the following calendar year. 

 

TRANSIT VEHICLE AND PROPERTY DAMAGES:  The dollar amount required to repair or replace all vehicles 
(transit and non-transit) and all property/ facilities (tracks, signals, and buildings) damaged during an 

incident to a state equivalent to that which existed prior to the incident:  major Incidents (exceed 
$25,000) and non-major incidents (exceed $7,500 but less than $25,000). 
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TEXAS ADMINISTRATIVE CODE: The body of state regulations that are published and have the force of 
law. Find transit at Title 43 - Transportation, Part 1 – Texas Department of Transportation, Chapter 31 
– Public Transportation. 

 

UNLINKED PASSENGER TRIP:  A one-way trip carrying a person from a single origin to a single 
destination. Passengers are counted each time they board a vehicle no matter how many vehicles they 

use to travel from their origin to their destination. Unlinked Passenger Trip is also referred to ridership 
and boardings, within the report. 

   

URBANIZED AREA:  An area defined by the U. S. Census Bureau that includes:  one or more 
incorporated cities, villages, towns (central place), and the adjacent densely settled surrounding 

territory (urban fringe) that together have a minimum of 50,000 persons.   The urban fringe generally 
consists of contiguous territory having a density of at least 1,000 persons per square mile. Urbanized 
areas do not conform to congressional districts or any other political boundaries. 

 

URBANIZED AREA PROGRAM (OR URBAN TRANSIT DISTRICT): Agencies funded under the formula Section 
5307 urbanized area program. Both metropolitan transportation authorities (MTAs) and smaller 

urbanized area fall in the Section 5307 urbanized area program but are generally treated separately. 
In this report, “urbanized areas” fall between 50,000 and 200,000 in population or do not meet the 
State requirements to be classified as an MTA.  

 

VEHICLE REVENUE HOURS:  The hours that vehicles are scheduled to or actually travel while in revenue 
service. Vehicle revenue hours include layover/recovery time; but exclude deadhead, operator 

training, and vehicle maintenance testing, as well as school bus and charter services. 

 

VEHICLE REVENUE MILES:  The miles that vehicles are scheduled to or actually travel while in revenue 
service. Vehicle revenue miles include layover/recovery time; but exclude deadhead, operator training, 

and vehicle maintenance testing, as well as school bus and charter services. 

  

VEHICLES, NUMBER OF:  The number of revenue vehicles available to meet the annual maximum service 
requirements. Vehicles available for maximum service include spares, out-of-service vehicles, and 
vehicles in or awaiting maintenance, but exclude vehicles awaiting sale and emergency contingency 

vehicles.
