AGENDA ITEM 1: Call to order.

John McBeth calls the meeting to order at 10:03 A.M.

AGENDA ITEM 2: Guidance on virtual meeting participation.

Theodore Kosub gives guidance for those participating virtually.

AGENDA ITEM 3: Approval of minutes from July 25, 2024, meeting. (Action
Motion: John McBeth

Members vote unanimously in favor of the motion. 10:05 A.M.

AGENDA ITEM 4: TxDOT Public Transportation Division Director’s report to the Public Transportation Advisory Committee regarding
public transportation matters. (Discussion)

Director Gleason gives an update on challenges for rural and small urban sustainability and mobility. 5
He also discusses congested corridors throughout the state and the potential to improve connectivity and modal options for all users.
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Gleason mentions that rural area connectivity is a priority and mentions the Service Expansion Program will be discussed during the meeting in
agenda item 7. He also discusses the reallocation of intercity bus funds to rural districts for general purposes.

Gleason mentions the executive leadership seminar is currently underway and explains that a potential division rulemaking will come to the
committee at some point in 2025.

Director Gleason gives an update on Federal Reauthorization transit priorities. The department is coordinating with other state highway and
transportation officials to refine transportation priorities. Coordination is also underway on bicycle and pedestrian priorities. Priorities include

encouraging more federal formula funding, consolidation of federal funding opportunities on the small urban and rural side, and equity in rural
versus urban formula funding levels.

AGENDA ITEM 5: Chair/Vice Chair Elections. (Action)

Two nominations were submitted for chair, Jim Cline, and Ken Fickes. One nomination was submitted for Vice Chair, Dietrich Von Biedenfeld.
Members Cline and Fickes give statements on their interest in becoming Chair.

Members vote for PTAC officers, with Ken Fickes elected Chair and Dietrich Von Biedenfeld elected as Vice Chair.

AGENDA ITEM 6: FY 26/27 Legislative Appropriations Request. (Discussion)

Eric Gleason discusses the department’s legislative appropriations request and details that the previous biennium baseline request was continued
in the current biennium request. The Service Expansion Program funds will be continued into the next biennium as a baseline request.

Next Gleason discussed the departments ten exceptional item requests and notes that they are shown in order of department priority. He mentions
the division has requested an exceptional item for the balance of additional funds ($1.885 million) to offset per capita changes because of census
2020 changes. Gleason also mentions the $25 million dollar request for rural program and bus facilities over the biennium and details the amount
will be split into $12.5 million dollars for each year of the biennium. Both of PTAC’s recommendations were included in the department’s legislative
exceptional items request for the upcoming 89" Legislative Session.

AGENDA ITEM 7: Service Expansion Program. (Discussion)

Director Gleason discusses the current Service Expansion Program and reminds the committee that the $12 million dollar program is split into $6

million per year across the current biennium. The general guidelines for the program are that state funding represents 60% of agency need and the

non-state funding portion represents 40%. He notes the program projects began in July and September 2024 with 19 rural agencies participating.

He estimates after funding the current projects, there is a balance of around $3.5 million that could be reallocated to participating agencies. Of the

19 participating agencies, 13 agencies requested additional funds for 31 projects that would be funded from the remaining balance. Funds for the

remaining balance would likely be allocated in January 2025 via the Texas Transportation Commission. 6
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Member Cline is curious why some agencies did not participate in the program and asks if the matching non-state funds are the reason for non-
participation. Director Gleason responds that non-state money at 40% is fundamental challenge for some rural providers and that providers have
been absorbing significant industry cost increases in recent years. Of note, local matching funds availability has not fully recovered to pre-pandemic
levels and driver shortages for expansion routes is still an industry issue.

Member Cline asks about sustaining service levels as it relates to the Service Expansion Program. Director Gleason notes that these specific funds
were used to leverage non-state money for service expansion, so that is the primary focus of this program. He notes that sustaining service has
come to the forefront in the intervening period. Member Cline states that the committee should consider a follow-on request that focuses on
sustaining service.

AGENDA ITEM 8: Statewide Multimodal Transit Plan Update. (Discussion)

Tim Sorenson, CDM Smith, gives an update on the status of the current Statewide Multimodal Transit Plan. He mentions that the fall outreach effort
has just wrapped up and details the preliminary challenges and strategies identified for the plan. The project team has identified 18 challenges and
12 strategies. These have been developed through consecutive steering committee meetings, stakeholder working groups and extensive outreach
efforts.

Member Cline notes the importance of considering aging in place in the plan as it relates to rural and urban areas, particularly for seniors. He
mentions the importance of transit as it provides a mechanism that brings employees to businesses and states this is particularly important as the
workforce needs to get from rural areas where they live to more urban settings where they work. Cline notes this could be an area of focus within
the current service expansion program.

Chair Fickes details the importance of economic development in transit. He cites a critical element of countywide strategic planning is the topic of
transportation. He offers non-emergency medical transportation as an example, noting that for each $1 million spent, approximately $20 million in
benefits is generated via nurses, doctors and related medical services.

Kosub gives an overview of the fall 2024 plan outreach that included: visits to all 25 TxDOT districts, in person surveys that yielded over 1,400
responses, and 1,000 virtual meeting attendees. He also comments on the zip code heat map, which shows a geographic dispersion that includes
rural and urban areas. He also describes which challenges and strategies were highest ranked by those who participated in surveys and meetings.
Kosub notes that David Kolovson, of outreach team Rifeline, is available to answer any questions.

Kolovson describes how the pop-up events were organized and the types of printed materials available at each event.

Member Oliver asks if stakeholder rail interest comes from mostly MTA and urban areas. He mentions that interest surrounding rail is probably
highest in metro areas, while interest in connectivity is likely to rank higher in small urban areas.

AGENDA ITEM 9: Public Comment. (Discussion)

Chair Fickes asks if there are any public comments, Kosub responds there are not. 7
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AGENDA ITEM 9: Propose and discuss agenda items for next meeting; confirm date of next meeting. (Discussion)

Proposed discussion items for the next committee meeting include a deeper dive into federal reauthorization priorities. The Statewide Multimodal
Transit Plan will be brought back to the committee as necessary for updates in future committee meetings. Director Gleason also suggests bringing
back Service Expansion Program as a topic for the next meeting with preliminary results.

Chair Fickes asks for a rough date on the next committee meeting and wonders if it will coincide with the annual operators meeting. Director
Gleason suggests the end of January as the next PTAC window. The date would be Thursday, January 23. Gleason also notes the Transportation
Research Board’s next meeting is January 5-8.

Member Cline notes that he has been sitting on the Multimodal and Connecting Texas Committees on behalf of the committee. He asks that if
given the new election of PTAC officers, he could continue his role representing the committee. Chair Fickes agrees.

Sec. 455.004. PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION ADVISORY COMMITTEE. (a) A public transportation advisory committee consisting of
nine members shall:

(1) advise the commission on the needs and problems of the state's public transportation providers, including the
methods for allocating state public transportation money;

(2) comment on rules involving public transportation during development of the rules and before the commission
finally adopts the rules unless an emergency requires immediate commission action:;

(3) advise the commission on the implementation of Chapter 461;

(4) perform any other duty determined by the commission; and

(5) reflect the diversity of the state.

(b) The members of the committee shall be appointed by the governor, the lieutenant governor, and the speaker of the
house of representatives, who shall each appoint:

(1) one member who represents a diverse cross-section of public transportation providers;
(2) one member who represents a diverse cross-section of transportation users; and
(3) one member who represents the general public.

(c) A member serves at the pleasure of the officer who appointed the member. A member is not entitled to compensation
for service on the committee but is entitled to reimbursement for reasonable expenses the member incurs in performing
committee duties.

(d) The public transportation advisory committee shall meet as requested by the commission.

(e) The commission may adopt rules to govern the operation of the advisory committee.
