This Agreement by and between the State of Texas, acting by and through the Texas Transporta​tion Commission, and hereinafter called the State, and      , hereinafter called Lessee, whether one or more, shall be effective on the date of approval and execution by and on behalf of the State.

In view of the mutual covenants herein expressed and contained, the Lessee agreeing to and do hereby agree to subordinate to the State all of Lessee's surface rights within the area hereinafter described, under and by virtue of certain oil and gas leases, and the State agreeing to and does hereby agree to purchase for the consideration and upon the terms herein stated said subordination of Lessee's rights to use the surface of the property situated in County, Texas which is described in Exhibit "A" and which is attached hereto and incorporated herein for any and al1 purposes.

The State and the Lessee do further agree as follows: 

Agreed-to Work:      
It is agreed that the work set out in the immediately preceding clause wil1 be completed by Lessee on or before      ,      , subject to such extension of time as may be agreed to in writing by the State and the Lessee, and it is further agreed that in the event of default by Lessee the State shall, for the same consideration set out hereinbelow, after said date, have the right to remove and sell or otherwise dispose of any property belonging to Lessee which has not been placed in conformity with the provisions agreed to by the State and the Lessee in the said immediately preceding clause, and any proceeds derived from the sale thereof shall be retained by the State as liquidated damages.

Total Price:       Dollars ($      ) to be paid by the State for said subordination of Lessee's rights to use the surface of the property described in said Exhibit "A." The State, without cost to the Lessee, will record said subordination agreement.

Closing and Subordination Agreement: Lessee agrees to execute a Subordination Agreement subordinating all of Lessee's rights to the use of the surface of the property described in said Ex​hibit "A" subject to such reservations as set out herein and agreed to by the State and the Lessee. Upon execution of said agreement by all the parties thereto, the State will proceed with the dis​bursement out of the consideration as hereinafter agreed.

Incidental Expenses: After the date of payment of the purchase price, Lessee will be reimbursed for any fair and reasonable expenses necessarily incurred in transferring title to the property to the State for its use. Expenses eligible for reimbursement may include (1) recording fees, transfer taxes, and similar expenses incidental to conveying the real property to the State and (2) penalty costs for prepayment of any preexisting recorded mortgage entered into in good faith encumbering the real property. Voluntary unnecessary expenses or expenses incurred in clearing questionable title will not be eligible for reimbursement. Eligible incidental expenses will be reimbursed upon submission of a claim supported by receipted bills or other evidence of actual expenses incurred. Lessee may file a written request for review if it is believed that the Department failed to properly determine the eligibility for or the amount of incidental expenses to be reimbursed. There is no standard form on which to request review of a claim; however, the claim must be filed with the District Office of the Texas Department of Transportation serving the area in which the said property is located within six months after Lessee is notified of the Department's determination on any claim for reimbursement.

Relocation Assistance: It is mutually agreed and understood that any benefits which may accrue under the State's Relocation Assistance Program will be handled entirely separate from and in addition to this transaction. Lessee hereby acknowledges receipt of the brochure entitled “Relocation Assistance.”
THE FULL AGREEMENT OF THE STATE AND THE OWNERS IS SET FORTH IN THE FOREGOING TEXT OF THIS INSTRUMENT, AND NO OTHER REPRESENTATIONS OR OBLIGATIONS OTHER THAN THOSE SET FORTH HEREIN WILL BE RECOGNIZED.
